They are then given the chance to work directly with community leaders in government, nonprofit, and business to design and implement projects that promote positive change in their communities. The YLFA program cycle consists of the following components: Community Needs Assessment, Youth Forum, Take Action Mini-Grants, Take Action Workshop, Take Action Assistance and a Culmination Event.
